Adrien Brody (born on April 14, 1973) is an American actor
and film producer. He received widespread recognition and
acclaim after starring in Roman Polanski's The Pianist (2002), for
which he became the youngest actor to win the Academy Award

for Best Actor at age 29. Brody is also the only American actor to

receive the French César Award.

Brody was born in Woodhaven, Queens, New York, the son of Sylvia Plachy, a
photojournalist, and Elliot Brody, a retired history professor and painter. Brody's father is of
Polish Jewish descent; Brody's mother — who was raised as a Catholic — was born in Budapest,
Hungary, the daughter of a Catholic Hungarian aristocrat father and a Czech Jewish mother.

Taking acting classes as a youth, by age thirteen, he appeared in an Off-Broadway play
and a PBS television film. Brody hovered on the brink of stardom, receiving an Independent
Spirit Award nomination for his role in the 1998 film Restaurant and later was praised for his
roles in Spike Lee's Summer of Sam and Terrence Malick's The Thin Red Line. He received
widespread recognition when he was cast as the lead in Roman Polanski's The Pianist (2002).
To prepare for the role, Brody withdrew for months, giving up his apartment and his car, which
were left by his then-girlfriend, learned how to play Chopin on the piano, and lost 29 Ibs (13 kg).
The role won an Academy Award for Best Actor, making him, at 29, the youngest actor ever to
win the award, and to date the only winner under the age of 30. He also won a César Award for
his performance.

On January 5, 2006, Brody confirmed speculation that he indeed was interested in and
very willing to play the role of The Joker's The Dark Knight (2008). However, Christopher Nolan
and Warner Bros. decided instead to cast Heath Ledger in the role. He was also in talks with
Paramount to play Spock in J. J. Abrams Star Trek XI, but it ultimately went to Zachary Quinto.
Brody starred with Mark Ruffalo as gentleman conmen in Rian Johnson's The Brothers Bloom,
released in May 2009. In 2010, he starred in Splice, a science fiction film written and directed by
Vincenzo Natali. Originally a Sundance film, Splice was adopted by Dark Castle Entertainment
and distributed by Warner Bros. Most recently, he played the star role of Royce in Predators (a
sequel to the original Predator), directed by Nimréd Antal and produced by Robert Rodriguez.

On January 16, 2012, Adrien made his runway debut as a model for Prada Men Fall/Winter
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2012 show. Also in January, he was named ambassador for the Gillette Fusion Guide Styler

which the company is scheduled to market in the following month.

One of the most endearing goofballs to ever grace the stages of
Saturday Night Live, affectionately offensive funnyman Adam Sandler
has often been cited as the writer/performer who almost single-
handedly rescued the long-running late-night television staple when the
chips were down and it appeared to have run its course. Though his

polarizing antics have divided audiences and critics who often dismiss

him as lowbrow and obnoxious, Sandler's films, as well as the films
of his Happy Madison production company, have performed consistently well at the box office
despite harsh and frequent critical lashings.

Born in Brooklyn on September 9th, 1966, it may come as no surprise that Sandler was
a shameless class clown who left his classmates in stitches and his teachers with a handful.
Never considering utilizing his gift of humor to pursue a career, Sandler eventually realized his
potential when at the age of 17 his brother encouraged him to take the stage at an amateur
comedy competition. A nature at making the audience laugh, the aspiring comedian nurtured his
talents while attending New York University and studying for a Fine Arts Degree.

Beginning in the late nineties, Sandler's Happy Madison production company launched
such efforts as Deuce Bigalow: Male Gigolo (1999), Little Nicky (2000), The Animal and Joe Dirt
(both 2001). Deuce Bigalow: European Gigolo appeared in (2005), and Grandma's Boy in (2006).
Despite critical castigation for scraping the bottom of the barrel with these efforts, Sandler's
commercial instinct remained intact; the films all hit big at the box office and drew an ever-loyal
base of fans who gravitated to any feature with Sandler's name attached.

Al Pacino (born April 25, 1940) is an American film and
stage actor and director. He is famous for playing mobsters,
including Michael Corleone in The Godfather trilogy and

Tony Montana in Scarface, though he has also appeared

several times on the other side of the law — as a police
officer, a detective and a lawyer. His role as Frank Slade in
Scent of a Woman won him the Academy Award for Best Actor in 1992 after receiving seven
previous Oscar nominations, one of them being in the same year.

He made his feature film debut in the 1969 film Me, Natalie in a minor supporting role,
before playing the leading role in the 1971 drama The Panic in Needle Park. Pacino made
his major breakthrough when he was given the role of Michael Corleone in The Godfather in

1972, which earned him an Academy Award nomination for Best Supporting Actor. Other Oscar
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nominations for Best Supporting Actor were for Dick Tracy and Glengarry Glen Ross. Oscar
nominations for Best Actor include The Godfather Part Il, Serpico, Dog Day Afternoon, And
Justice for all and Scent of a Woman.

In addition to a career in film, he has also enjoyed a successful career on stage, winning
Tony Awards for Does a Tiger Wear a Necktie? And The Basic Training of Pavio Hummel. A
longtime fan of Shakespeare, he made his directorial debut with Looking for Richard, a quasi-
documentary on the play Richard Ill. Pacino has received numerous lifetime achievement
awards, including one from the American Film Institute. He is a method actor, taught mainly by
Lee Strasberg and Charles Laughton at the Actors Studio in New York.

Although he has never married, Pacino has had several relationships with actresses and
has three children.
